AbstraCt / REPORT REQUIREMENTS

· Participants who have paid the regular fee can present their abstracts/reports with figures, tables and references, graphs and bibliography. The reports should be written in Russian or English saved as Word 2003 rtf-file and named by the last name of the first author. 
· The file should not exceed 5.0 MB and should not be archived. The electronic variants of every application and abstract/report text should be sent via e-mail as an attached file.

The layout requirements of the reports:
· Page Margins: Top and Bottom Left and Right – 2,00 cm
· Paper Size: A4

· Format: Font - Times New Roman; Font Style - Regular; size 14 - for text and size 12 for tables. 

· Paragraph: 1cm; Line Spacing All: Single; Alignment: Justified. The other options should be 0. 

· lLine interval should be 1. Pages should not be numbered. 

· The title of the report should be centred in capital bold letters. Under it, in small letters, should be placed the names of the authors (Given name, Middle initial, Family name (marked with upper index of  the authors of different organizations);
· At the third line - by small letters and regular font - the full name of organization which they present and city name (if not used in the name of organization), also –name of the country and e-mail address of the main abstract author. All this information should be centred without indention.

· Scientific degrees and titles should be omitted. 

· It should be a blank row above the main text of abstract/report. Place the main text after a blank row and do not use Tabs. Leave blanks, only if necessary.

· Tables, graphs and figures should be integrated in the text document, despite the software used for their presentation. Tables, diagrams and pictures subscription should be in Times New Roman, size 12 and centred.
· The text within the tables, graphs and figures should be size 12 and Times New Roman. 
· The pictures size should be not less than 60 by 60 mm and no more than 110 by 170 mm in *jpg and *bmp format.
· Abstracts/reports short annotation before the main text for translation. 
· Mathematical symbols and equations must be typed in, and metric symbols should be used. 

· Tables, diagrams and pictures should be integrated in the text paragraph after their references in square brackets. 

· Bibliography should be given alphabetically in the original language with their text references in square brackets. 

· Every article or abstract should be separate files. Abstracts that do not meet the requirements will not be published. Files with viruses will not be accepted.
